In the Genroku era (1688-1703), joiners and
Buddhist monks used unique skills and techniques to create
comparatively ingenious, austere Buddhist alters, the first of
their kind. Since Tokyo has a traditional preference for the

simple, bracelets are not used to make elegant builds that use

the beauty within the wood.
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The history of Ikedaya is that of Tokyo's Buddhist alters. There have been many Tokyo
Buddhist Alter master craftsmen that have carried on the traditional skills needed for the
Edo Hardwood Buddhist alter. The masters take great care when building the alters, and
give clear explanations when making sales.
