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Although we do various work at Shinmon such as scaffolding, earthworks and interior/exterior decorating, our main job is to
set up the Sanja Festival. We place over 800 lanterns around Asakusa Shrine and set up an 8m long log flying a flag inscribed

with the SanjaKengen in front of Asakusa Shrine's Tori-i gate. The most importand job is preparing the Mikoshi and the
rolling barricade to protect it as well as preparing the entrance for the carriers.
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Our history began with Shinmon Tatsugoro, a member of "Wo-gumi" one of 10 Asakusa
firefighting groups in Edo of 1824. Yoshihiro Sojo of Ueno Daiji Temple loved the
manliness of Tatsugoro and asked hime to be the director of the Asakusa area. Tatsugoro
